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Welcome to Walsall School Nursing Service
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The school nursing service supports children and young people aged 5-19 years, taking over from the health visiting service, once children enter reception year. School nurses are qualified nurses with specialist training in public health for children, young people and families. We are skilled in identifying health problems or concerns early and providing advice and support on a range of health issues. We work with a team of staff nurses, nursery nurses, support workers and administrative staff.

We work with other health, education and children’s service professionals to provide support for children and young people so they can enjoy and make progress in their education at school.  An important part of our role is working with other agencies to ensure that children are kept safe from harm.

When your child enters full time school your health visitor will inform the school nurse if your child needs additional support from the school nursing service.  If it is appropriate you will be invited to bring your child for a health review. You will be asked to telephone the service to book an appointment time. If you do not receive a letter, you can still request a health review for you child by contacting the service using the details below.

We deliver the national child measurement program. Children are offered height and weight measurements in reception class. We will send you a letter which tells you about this programme.

We offer a secure and confidential text service for parents. You can ask a school nurse any questions about children’s health and development. We also have a website for children and this has a parent’s advice section. You can access both local service information and national advice & support

We have a wider range of options that you can access to find out more information about health issues and to gain advice from a School Nurse. This includes options for older children and teenagers
